Over the course of 6 semesters, participants will experience sailing in dinghies and 
big boats, learn the basics of sailboat racing and big boat sailing, become profi cient at a variety of useful 
sailing knots and learn the basics of navigation. They will also forge friendships that can last a lifetime.
